Senior
Division includes grades 6, 7 & 8. Final determination of eligibility resides with the RGS Board
of Directors.

Fee: A check in the amount of $95 per player, made payable to Rye Girls Softball must be
submitted with the application. Additional siblings are $70 each. Scholarships are available;

Deadline: Friday, February 13, 2009. Applications received after this date must include a late
fee of $25 and will be placed on a waiting list, based on the order in which the application was
received and assigned to a team provided space exists. If the applicant is not placed on a team,
the application fee will be returned. Rye Girls Softball officers, not team coaches, make all
roster decisions. Please do not contact individual coaches. Coaches have no authority to assign
players to specific teams.

Season: Practices will be scheduled for Saturdays and Sundays beginning the weekend of
March 28th (weather permitting). Opening day is scheduled for Saturday, April 18. Closing day
will be Sunday, June 14. Notification of team assignments will be made during the third week of
March. Coaches will contact their players to advise them of the first practice, its location and
duration. During this first practice, each player will receive a practice schedule, game schedule
and other necessary information regarding attire, equipment, conduct, etc.

Equipment: All players must have a glove. Helmets and bats will be provided but feel free to
purchase personal equipment that is well labeled. All players will be given a team shirt, shorts,
and a hat.

Please Note: Teams are arranged on the equitable distribution of key players (i.e., each team
needs pitchers, position players, etc.) and the number of grade applicants. We try to maintain the
previous year’s team makeup but cannot guarantee that a player will remain on the same team
she has played on. Requests are not permitted other than for siblings playing in the same
division.
