e Proof of Residency — Recent utility or cable bill; contract or lease. We do not
need the entire document — just the page(s) that show your name, address and a
fairly recent date (or effective date if contract or lease). Driver’s license is not an
acceptable form of proof of current residency. If you are coming in to the office, you
do not need to make a copy; we will simply check it. If you are leaving it in the Drop
Box, or mailing or emailing a copy, we will shred it after we check it.

e Copy of child’s immunization record — Please submit a copy from the child’s most
recent doctor visit, even if they have an appointment scheduled in the near future.
We do not need the entire health record — just the page(s) with the immunization
dates and date of birth. If emailing, please send as a PDF as we have to print it.
